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E-learning Update:

E-learning is learning and teaching that is facilitated by or supported through the smart use of information
and communication technologies.

In 2009, we set the following  Vision for E-learning at Tauranga Primary School:

For e-learning to enhance powerful learning opportunities by providing engaging, accessible and

authentic learning experiences for the 21 st Century learner.

Since then we have developed a strategic plan for the next three years. In 2009 we have achieved the

following targets:

¥ Purchasing wireless keyboard and mouse  for each class D to allow teachers to share  access to the data
projector and laptop with students.

¥ Curtaining solutions throughout the schoolto  enhance the picture quality of the data projector,
especially in summer.

¥ Increased IT technician hours.

¥ Applied for and granted 50% TECT funding ($34,000) for refurbishing our computer suite (currently
Room 13 on the Junior Site) and purchasing Mimio interactive whiteboards  for 2010.

¥ Applied for and have been awarded a $320,000 professional development contract from the Ministry of

Education (working with Tauranga Intermediate and Greenpark School). Tauranga Primary is the lead
school and the contract will run from 2010-2012.

Staff and students are excited by these new developments and we will keep parents informed of regular
developments through the school newsletter.

¥ Staff have had initial Ostart upO training for the use of the Mimio Interactive Whiteboards and have
started to experiment with the use of these as a teaching tool.

¥ The computer suite has had benches installed this week and the computers have arrived and are
currently being OclonedO with appropriate programmes for our use. We plan to have this suite ready for
class use in Week 4.

¥  Two lead teachers have been appointed (Sarah Sharples and Jo Howard) to guide staff professional
development.

Looking aheadE.

¥ Throughout the year we will embark on significant professional development to up skill ourselves in the
use of this technology to enhance effective teaching practice.

¥ Investigate and initiate a  considerable _funding initiative Bthe ultimate plan is to have five high
specification computers in each class . This makes technology accessible on an as needed basis for
each class, yet recognising that a computer is not always the best tool for learning.
Any offers of support would be greatly appreciated.
